Street turning left onto Welsh Walls. Follow the road
around and turn left towards the traffic lights. At the
lights turn right into Upper Church Street following
this road into Morda. At the crossroads turn right
into Trefonen Road and proceed until observing the
property on the right hand side after approximately
250 metres.

Hall

The property is accessed by a part glazed door to
the front into the hallway with stairs to the first floor
landing, a radiator and understairs cupboard. Doors
lead to the utility, kitchen and lounge.

Lounge

With a window to the front, patio door to the side
aspect and Parquet flooring throughout. Beams to
the ceiling and a fireplace with log burner inset with
an oak beam over. Radiator.

Kitchen/Dining Room

With windows to the front and side of the property
with a part glazed door to the rear and radiator. The
kitchen comprises a range of oak units with worktop
over, Belfast sink with mixer tap and a Range
cooker with chimney extractor fan. Spotlights to the
ceiling. The dining area has a window to the front
and log burner inset with beam over.
